1. The Priest/Deacon: 

• You were sent to heal the contrite of heart: 
Lord, have mercy. Or: Kyrie, eleison. 
The people reply: 
Lord, have mercy. Or: Kyrie, eleison. 

The Priest/Deacon: 
• You came to call sinners: 

Christ, have mercy. Or: Christe, eleison. 
The people: 
Christ, have mercy. Or: Christe, eleison. 

The Priest/Deacon: 
• You are seated at the right hand of the Father to intercede for us: 

Lord, have mercy. Or: Kyrie, eleison. 
The people: 
Lord, have mercy. Or: Kyrie, eleison. 

2. The Priest/Deacon: 
• Lord Jesus, you came to gather the nations into the peace of God’s 

kingdom: 
Lord, have mercy. 

• Lord Jesus, you come in word and sacrament to strengthen us in holiness: 
Christ, have mercy. 

• Lord Jesus, you will come in glory with salvation for your people: 
Lord, have mercy. 

3. The Priest/Deacon: 
• Lord Jesus, you are mighty God and Prince of peace: 

Lord, have mercy. 
• Lord Jesus, you are the Son of God and Son of Mary: 

Christ, have mercy. 
• Lord Jesus, you are Word made flesh and splendor of the Father: 

Lord, have mercy. 
4. The Priest/Deacon: 

• Lord Jesus, you came to reconcile us to one another and to the Father: 
Lord, have mercy. 

• Lord Jesus, you heal the wounds of sin and division: 
Christ, have mercy. 

• Lord Jesus, you intercede for us with your Father: 
Lord, have mercy.
